Cookie handling.

Use Internet Explorer, “Tools” menu, “Internet Options”. Select the “Privacy” tab as shown below.
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If the privacy level is high and cookies are blocked, then use the “Edit” button or “Sites” button to set it to be ok for the Gauge 0 Guild to use cookies for membership login purposes. See below:
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Type the web site “gauge0guild.com” in the address box and press the “Allow” button. This should allow the site to store your membership number so you can access member only options.
On corporate networks you may need to have administrator or supervisor rights to allow you to make these changes. If this is the case you’ll need to contact your IT department, or find a different PC with internet access.
